BRIEF HISTORY:
Swami Dhananjoy Das Kathiababa Mahavidyalaya was established in 2009 with the objective of making higher studies accessible to the underprivileged sections of society. The college has played a seminal role in encouraging the youth of Bhara and its adjoining villages to enroll for higher studies. Located in the remote village of Bhara, roughly about 20 kilometers from the tourist town of Bishnupur, in the district of Bankura, the college is an outcome of the earnest endeavor of the local administration and eminent members of the village community. ANTI-RAGGING CELL


What constitutes Ragging?
a. Ragging constitutes one or more of any of the following acts: a. any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or written or by an act which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a fresher or any other student.
b. indulging in rowdy or undisciplined activities by any student or students which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher or any other student.
c. asking any student to do any act which such student will not in the ordinary course do and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame, or torment or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of such fresher or any other student.
d. any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts, or disturbs the regular academic activity of any other student or a fresher.
e. exploiting the services of a fresher or any other student for completing the academic tasks assigned to an individual or a group of students.
f. any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a fresher or any other student by senior students.
g. any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse, homosexual assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm or any other danger to health or person;
h. any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, post, public insults which would also include deriving perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill from actively or passively participating in the discomfiture to fresher or any other student.
i. any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of a fresher or any other student with or without an intent to derive a sadistic pleasure or showing off power, authority, or superiority by a student over any fresher or any other student.
The Anti-Ragging Cell of the college under the guidance of Dr. Mahuya Bandyopadhyay is committed to curbing all acts of ragging on campus. The Anti Ragging committee will take strict disciplinary action against any student who indulges in any of the aforementioned acts which fall within the purview of ragging.
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NATIONAL EDUCATIONAL POLICY (2020)

1. 	This policy envisions a complete overhaul and re-energizing of the higher education system to deliver high-quality higher education, with equity and inclusion.
2. The policy’s vision includes the following key changes to the current system:
(a) moving towards a higher educational system consisting of large, multidisciplinary universities and colleges, with at least one in or near every district, and with more HEIs across India that offer medium of instruction or programmes in local/Indian languages;
(b) Moving towards a more multidisciplinary undergraduate education;
(c) Moving towards faculty and institutional autonomy;
(d) Revamping curriculum, pedagogy, assessment, and student support for enhanced student experiences;
(e) Reaffirming the integrity of faculty and institutional leadership positions through merit appointments and career progression based on teaching, research, and service;
(f) Establishment of a National Research Foundation to fund outstanding peer-reviewed research and to actively encourage seed fund research in universities and colleges;
(g) Governance of HEIs by high qualified independent boards having academic and administrative autonomy;
(h) “light but tight” regulation by a single regulator for higher education;
(i) increased access, equity, and inclusion through a range of measures, including greater opportunities for outstanding public education; scholarships by private/philanthropic universities for disadvantaged and underprivileged students; online education, and Open Distance Learning (ODL); and all infrastructure and learning materials accessible and available to learners with disabilities

STRUCTURE AND LENGTH OF DEGREE PROGRAMMES:
· The undergraduate degree will be of either 3 or 4-year duration, with multiple exit options within this period, with appropriate certifications, e.g., a certificate after completing 1 year in a discipline or field including vocational and professional areas, or a diploma after 2 years of study, or a Bachelor ’s degree after a 3-year programme.
· An Academic Bank of Credit (ABC) shall be established which would digitally store the academic credits earned from various recognized HEIs so that the degrees from an HEI can be awarded taking into account credits earned.
· HEIs will have the flexibility to offer different designs of Master’s programmes: (a) there may be a 2-year programme with the second year devoted entirely to research for those who have completed the 3-year Bachelor ’s programme; (b) for students completing a 4-year Bachelor ’s programme with Research, there could be a 1-year Master’s programme; and (c) there may be an integrated 5-year Bachelor’s/Master’s programme.
· Undertaking a Ph.D. shall require either a Master’s degree or a 4-year Bachelor’s degree with Research.
· The M.Phil. programme shall be discontinued.

VIRTUAL CLASSROOMS AND REMOTE TEACHING

The College is equipped with a spacious library which has a sizeable collection of books and newspapers sand informative magazines and journals concerning career management. The library is managed by Librarian Smt Payel Shee and Library Assistant Shree Anup Kr Ghosh. Students avail of the resources in the library and spend time in the reading area for gathering information on various aspects of their study. The library apart from circulating academic material also houses magazines which provide information regarding various job vacancies. Apart from the Central library, Departmental library resources are also provided in case of some subjects. In future depart mental libraries will provide more specialized literature and study material on subjects specific topics.
LIBRARY RULES
Once admitted in the first semester, the student will be provided with a library card issued from the office. On producing this card the student will be permitted to borrow a maximum of three books from the library. Book issue and return facilities are operative on six days of the week. The borrowed books can be kept for a maximum of fifteen days. Failure to return the books on time will entail a fine calculated on a daily basis. Prior to form fill up for every semester it is mandatory to return all books borrowed. The college also provides internet access to students for accessing e- resources. At present the college has four desktops which can be accessed for reference work.
