Draft Proceedings and Resolutions of the meeting of extended Faculty Council for 

Undergraduate Studies with members of Admission committee for Undergraduate studies 

along with Principals/OICs/TICs of the colleges affiliated under Bankura University dated 20th 

March 2024.   

 

 

It has been resolved in the meeting that guidelines related to the admission in Under-Graduate 

programmes for the session of 2024-25 are as follows:  

 

1. New Curriculum and Credit Framework for Undergraduate Programme, UGC 2022 (as per NEP 

2020) for 4-years undergraduate programme(s) with “UG Degree Programmes with Single 

Major” only will be maintained for the academic session 2024-2025. 

2. As per New Curriculum and Credit Framework for Undergraduate Programme, UGC 2022 (as 

per NEP 2020), the Undergraduate degree programmes of either 3 or 4-year duration, with 

multiple entry and exit points and re-entry options, with appropriate certifications such as : 

i. a UG certificate after completing 1 year (2 semesters) of study in the chosen fields                                                                                                                                                     of 

study,  provided that an Internship (additional 4 credits) must be completed by the students 

who will exit the programme after securing appropriate credits. These students are allowed to 

re-enter the degree programme within three years and complete the degree programme within 

the stipulated maximum period of seven (7) years. 

ii. a UG diploma after 2 years (4 semesters) of study provided that an Internship (additional 

4 credits) must be completed by the students who will exit the programme after securing 

appropriate credits. These students are allowed to re-enter the degree programme within three 

years and complete the degree programme within the stipulated maximum period of seven (7) 

years. 

iii. a bachelor’s degree after a 3-year (6 semesters) programme of study, 

iv. a 4-year bachelor’s degree (Honours) after a 4-year (8 semesters) programme of study. 

If the student completes a rigorous research project in their major area(s) of study in the 4th 

year of a bachelor’s degree then (Honours with Research). 

 

  Eligibility for the Undergraduate Programmes: 

Entry requirement for 1st year 1st semester is successful completion of 10+2/ Higher Secondary (12th 

Grade) or equivalent stage of education from any recognized Board/Council/University. 
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N.B. 

1. Only Students who have passed with Mathematics as one of the subjects at the Class XII/10+2 or 

equivalent level are eligible for admission with major in Economics and Computer Science. 

2. Best five (5) of the H.S. Subjects must be adopted for calculating the total marks and percentage. 

3. In case wherever only Four (4) subject are offered by any recognized Board/Council etc, as the 

case may be in H.S or equivalent examination, first Language will be doubled to prepare the 

merit list on the basis of best five of H.S subjects as stated earlier. 

4. In case of equal marks in Class XII/10+2 or equivalent level results, total marks/percentage of 

marks of immediately preceding examination is to be taken into account for ranking and after 

that the date of birth where the marks secured by the candidates in Secondary or equivalent level 

is the same.  

Reservation of Seats: 

Reservation of seats will be made as per norms of the Government  of West Bengal -SC 

(22%), ST (06%), OBC-A (10%), OBC-B (7%), EWS (10%), for differently-abled candidates 5% 

of each category. For differently-abled candidate minimum disability will be considered as per 

Government rule. 

Session Gap: 

For admission to the Under Graduate Course (1st year, 1st semester), there should not be a gap of 

more than 3 years between the year of Higher Secondary/10+2 or equivalent Examination and the 

year of admission to Under Graduate Programme of study  i.e 2022, 2023 and 2024. In respect of 

calculation of marks, no deduction should be made in case of candidates passing out in previous 

years. 

 

Intake: 

The intake capacity will be notified by the respective colleges as sanctioned by the appropriate 

authority. The respective colleges may send a proposal to the Secretary, Faculty Council for 

Undergraduate Studies in this regard. 

Students can opt for a change of major as per Regulation of the Bankura University, only at the end 

of the first year. 

Additional Seats: The HEIs may create 10% additional seats over and above the sanctioned strength 

to accommodate the request for a change of major subject to approval of the appropriate authority. 

Any unfilled or vacant seats may be filled with those seeking a change of Major. Preference will be 

given           to those who have got highest CGPA with no arrears in the first year. 
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Vocational Course: 

Students who have passed Vocational Engineering and Technology (with pass marks in 

Mathematics) equivalent to 10+2 or equivalent level are eligible for admission to Science or Arts 

in the First Semester. Those who have passed without Mathematics or without securing pass marks 

in Mathematics are eligible for admission to Arts. 

Students who have passed Vocational Agriculture equivalent to 10+2 or equivalent level 

are eligible for admission to Science or Arts. 

Students who have passed Vocational Business and Commerce equivalent to 10+2 or 

equivalent level are eligible for admission to Commerce or Arts. 

Students who have passed Vocational Home Science equivalent to 10+2 or equivalent level 

are eligible for admission to Arts. 

For BCA: 

i) The candidate must be Indian National. 

ii) Candidates must have passed the Higher Secondary Examination of West Bengal Council 

/ I.S.C. Examination / C.B.S.E. Examination / Any other equivalent Examination each 

under (10+2) or equivalent level system of studies, as the case may be, with English as one 

of the combination subjects. 

iii) Passed H.S. (10+2) or equivalent level with any one the following subjects: 

Mathematics / Statistics / Computer Science / Computer Application / Business Economics 

& Mathematics (BEM) or Candidates passed in (10+2) or equivalent level with Vocational 

Engineering & Technology with pass marks in Additional Mathematics. 

iv) Arts / Science / Commerce graduates passing the respective degree examination (not earlier 

than 5 years) may also apply for being considered against very limited number of seat(s). 

For BBA: 

i) The candidate must be Indian National. 

ii) Candidates must have passed the Higher Secondary Examination of West Bengal Council 

/ I.S.C. Examination / C.B.S.E. Examination / Any other equivalent Examination each 

under (10+2) system or equivalent level of studies, as the case may be, with English as one 

of the combination 

iii) Students of any stream (Science, Arts, Commerce, Vocational etc.) are eligible to apply. 

iv) Arts / Science / Commerce graduates passing the respective degree examination (not earlier 

than 5 years) may also apply for being considered against very limited number of seat(s). 
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COURSES FROM OTHER DISCIPLINES (Multi/Interdisciplinary): 

 

All Undergraduate students are required to undergo 3 introductory-level courses as per the 

guidelines of the University. Students are not allowed t   o    choose or repeat courses already 

undergone at the higher secondary level (12th class),  in the proposed major and minor stream 

under this category.

no deduction should be made in case of candidates passing out in previous years.
